Grand Junction cracked the top 25, making it to No. 24, on the Forbes 2009 Best Small Places for Business and Careers 
list. 

In 2008, the city was No. 26. 

Grand Junction was the only small metro area in Colorado in the top 25. Four Colorado cities made the top 25 list for 
the larger metro areas: Fort Collins at No. 2, Colorado Springs at No. 10, Denver at No. 14 and Boulder at No. 20. 

Forbes considers factors such as colleges, cost of doing business, education attainment and the projected job growth to 
determine the rankings. 

“The thing that’s exciting for us is the fact we’re actually in the top 25 in the country, the only one in Colorado. That’s 
a huge deal,” said Ann Driggers, president and chief executive officer of the Grand Junction Economic Partnership. 

Driggers said Grand Junction climbed in the rankings because of the job and wage growth last year. She said the aim of 
the Economic Partnership is to attract new companies and jobs to the area, and the Forbes ranking helps. 

The sliding oil and gas industry could lower Grand Junction’s rating next year, but Driggers remains optimistic that 
companies will expand to Grand Junction. 

“We’re actually seeing a lot of interest from people outside the area right now,” she said.
